boxes whioh are mounted to a structural member in concealed wiring systems. The frame of this adapter
must be bonded to the grounded metallic box by a bonding jumper or to the equipment grounding conductor.
(i.e.: The mounting screws will not necessarily provide a bond in accordance with the N.E.C.).

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TYPICAL INSTALLATION FOR METAL PARTITIONS

Mount to metal box or wireway (with appropriate cable strain relief) with a minimum of two screws furnished.
Use “D" holes with sheet metal screws as required.

WIRING

1. Connect a bonding jumper (#10AWG copper, min., for 30 amp device; #12AWG copper, min., for 20 amp device) between
the grounding terminal of the adapter frame (green hexagonal screws) and the grounded metallic outlet box.

2. Wire the receptacle, connecting the receptacle grounding terminal to the equipment grounding conductor and observing
correct polarity of line conductors if applicable. “Pigtails” and insulated wire connectors may be required to reach the
receptacle.

In the case of an “Isolated Ground” receptacle, an insulated grounding conductor must be run from the grounding terminal
of the derived system or service to achieve “isolation” for the reduction of electrical noise (See Nat. Elec. Code, NFPA70,
Art. 250-74, Exception No. 4).

If there is no equipment grounding conductor present in the box and the metallic raceway system is used for equipment
ground, the receptacle grounding terminal must be connected to the grounded metallic outlet box.

3. Mount receptacle securely to adapter frame. For adapter Cat. No. AA20/30PS use screws provided with receptacle. For
other adapters use “U" clips and #6 washer head screws provided with adapter. Fit “U" clips over ends of receptacle
mounting strap with threaded leg to rear of receptacle and position receptacle inside frame.

4. Dress leads to clear cover. Slide cover down over frame and secure with 4 #8 tapping screws provided.
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
