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1. Remove caps from wire and screw ports which are to be utilized.

2. Strip wire insulation to length shown on label. Do not nick or ring
conductor strands. For aluminum wire, the stripped wire should be
wire brushed to remove oxide film

3. Insert wire fully into open port of connector. (One wire per port only).
Rotate wire in port to disperse anti-oxidant.

4. Tighten clamping screws to tforque value shown on label.

5. Replace caps in screw and unused wire ports.

Panduit Multi-Tap Connectors with Isolated Mounting Holes should be installed
